Once it has been established that the project is viable 
and the supervisor (s) is able and will ing to supervise 
the student, the student should submit a PhD  application  
to Bangor, details about how to apply can be found at:

Applicants should mention their  intention to apply for  
the CSC Bangor  Scholarship in their  PhD application

Students with a PR Chinese passport (applicants from  
Hong Kong or  Taiwan are not eligible)
